123.2. Representations from members of the Public:  Libby Bateman - Fibrus

Libby Bateman from Fibrus attended the meeting to update us on the installation of fibre throughout South Cumbria.  The Government has provided £150 million to get fibre to outlying properties.  In 2021 this contract was awarded to Fibrus.
Usually when connecting fibre they use existing infrastructure such as poles, passive infrastructure access, sometimes they need to cross the road and have to dig up the tarmac which causes a disruption to the community involved.  They need to apply for closures from the Council 12 weeks before work can start and they usually apply for a 3 day closure as they want to get the job completed so they don’t need to come back. The closures need to be in place as Fibrus cannot guarantee they can keep 2.5m of highway open to let vehicles past. The issue has been with signage too far from the work being done so not everyone sees it, and they aren’t always removed as soon as the work is completed.  Contractors carry out the signage so Libby will see if this can be sorted. Libby also said that closures cannot be put in place on a holiday unless there is a cabinet decision to let this happen.
In Satterthwaite Parish there are 123 properties that Fibrus needs to contractually provide fibre too. In High Dale Park they will need to add 4 poles to get fibre to the properties.

Fibrus also have funding available for communities, which could help with the Parish Room.  Gary will let Simon know about this.

The fibre should be ready for service by May 2026.
